AUGUST ACTIVITIES 

The purpose of this report is to provide the Mayor and all City Council Members with a brief summary 
of activities and projects by departments that occurred during last month.  Also included are updates on 
ongoing projects and important items planned for the current month.   If you have any questions about 
any of the information, please contact the department head or me. 

OFFICE OF THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR & PUBLIC WORKS
COMMUNITY SERVICES
AUGUST

�x Economic Development  

�¾ Hometown Hoquiam Phase 2 – “A Strategic Economic Development Plan to Create and 
Maintain a Strong Local Economy in Hoquiam, WA.”  A Public Forum is scheduled for 
October 11th at the Emerson Manor to gather input and suggestions on the draft plan 
which includes all information gathered to date, including the Developer’s Forum held 
earlier in the summer.  This project which totals approximately$75,000 received a 
$24,000 CTED grant, and approximately $20,000 from Hoquiam business owners 
through the Hoquiam Business Association & the Hoquiam Development Association.  
The City and HBA/HDA are currently exploring the possibility of starting a Main Street 
Program to foster downtown development in accordance with recommendations from 
Berk & Associates.  

�¾ The Midway Tavern is under renovation and will reopen in October as an Irish 
Pub/restaurant.  

�¾ The Oval Strapping Building has been purchased by a Seattle investment company who 
plans to renovate the structure for commercial purposes.  This building was owned by 
the Lamb family and has been vacant for nearly a decade.  

�¾ The Liquor Control Board has narrowed the application field to three and will make a 
decision the Hoquiam franchise within approximately 30 days.  

�¾ Simpson Plaza has completed the renovations of the former Eagles building is currently 
marketing the lease space available.  They are trying to recruit an upscale chain 
restaurant as an anchor tenant. 

�¾ The City of Hoquiam welcomed and thanked Imperium Renewables at their Grand 
Opening Celebration held on August 15th.  The City of Hoquiam was specifically 
recognized by President John Plaza for our positive pro business attitude and our role to 
fast track the permit process which helped the company complete the largest biodiesel 
facility in the nation within the project schedule.  

�x Residential Development
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�¾ Rayonier Timberlands recently sold 40 acres at the end of Beacon Hill Road to a 
developer who plans to log the property and subdivide into 9 residential lots.  Root 
Construction is also installing utilities for 8 additional lots in this location.

�¾ On Broadway, a 50 unit mobile home park which started construction in 2005, but 
never completed the construction has been purchased by a developer who plans to 
finish the subdivision as residential lots, not a mobile home park.

�¾ In the North Hoquiam, there is a revitalization of the neighborhood underway 
headlined by the Emanuel Baptist Church Project.  This enormous undertaking will 
include baseball and soccer fields that will be mowed by City staff to ensure public 
use and availability.  

�x Train Depot – This project, which began in 1992 will be completed by Bowers Construction within 
75 days.  The most recent construction totals approximately $640,000 with most of the funding 
coming from a WSDOT grant secured in 2006.  The City is working with a major tenant who would 
lease the facility generating significant revenue and commercial customers to Hoquiam.  The facility 
will be open to the public and will serve as a Transportation museum in accordance with the grants.  
During the past week, the donor bricks which were purchased back in 1998 were finally installed in 
the entryway.    

�x River Crossings Project– Within 6 months, the City will be under construction to extend a new water 
and sewer line across the Hoquiam River.  The water line will cross from behind Swanson’s over to 
Riverside while the sewer line will cross from R & D Land Company to Ocean Protein.  These new 
lines will serve the entire city for 50 years by providing adequate protection and redundancy to our 
utility services.  The project totals over $1,000,000 and will be paid for with watershed revenue from 
the 2007 timber sale. 

�x Comprehensive Sewer Plan  – City Staff and HDR Engineering are 75% complete on our first 
comprehensive sewer plan since the facility was built in 1980.  This document will guide the City 
over the next 20-30 years as we plan to replace our aging sewer lines, pump stations, wastewater 
treatment plant and sewer lagoon.  The project cost $125,000 with $100,000 coming from a 0% 
Public Works Trust Fund loan.    

�x Comprehensive Land Use Plan & Critical Areas Ordinance – Over the summer, the City has been 
working on a new Comprehensive Land Use Plan which will guide industrial, residential and 
commercial development throughout the City over the next 20 years.  City Planner Alissa Thurman, 
Consultant John Kliem and the Planning Commission have held several workshops and continue 
their progress on this project.  September 20th at 7 pm is a workshop on Transportation and October 
4th, the future land use (zoning map) will be discussed.  For more information visit the City website 
or contact Alissa at 532-5700 ext 211.

�x Water Supply Project/Little Hoquiam Dam Removal – HDR engineers and city staff continue to 
gather data and information which will help determine water flows which ultimately will result in a 
recommendation regarding our surface water supply.  The City recently learned that we are second 
on the local Salmon Recovery Funding Board list which should result in a $362,000 grant towards 
the approximate $800,000 cost to remove the Little Hoquiam Dam.  The City will seek an additional 
grant from the NOAA Fund for an additional $300,000.  The City has been working on this project 
for over a decade and has $400,000 set aside in Watershed Reserves to pay for the construction.    
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�x Sidewalks  – The City is working on a plan with WSDOT to design, bid and construct $700,000 in 
sidewalk improvements funded by a grant received earlier this year.  The project is scheduled for 
advertisement in early 2009.  Additionally, the Public Utilities Committee is working on proposal to 
expand our public/private partnership program to replace sidewalks and ADA ramps.  Currently, the 
city crew will remove and dispose of existing sidewalks and reimburse $500 for an ADA ramp 
installation/replacement to private property owners who invest in replacing their sidewalks.  The 
expanded program would add a per yard/lineal foot reimbursement to match a portion of the 
sidewalk replacement costs made by private property owners.

�x Streets – The Street Crew has been busy making structural repairs to Broadway this summer.  This 
roadway section has been subject to gradual sliding and settling.  While the repairs will not be a 
permanent fix which likely is in the neighborhood of $2,000,000, these repairs should hold the road 
until a permanent solution is identified.  

�x Olympic Stadium Project – Working with Neighbor Works of Grays Harbor, the City has been 
making structural improvements to Olympic Stadium funded by a $148,000 Save America’s 
Treasures grant.  The City will match that total with in kind labor and direct cash contributions, 
including a new sprinkler system to protect our facility which is on the National Historic Register .    
Coyle Construction won the bid on the structural repairs while the exterior painting project which 
was just over $20,000 was completed by McCullough painting.  

�x Shorebird Interpretive Center – The City is working with a steering committee consisting of the US 
Fish and Wildlife, County Commissioner Al Carter, Representatives of Senator Murray’s and Norm 
Dick’s office and local citizens to bring the long promised Bowerman Basin Interpretive Center 
forward.  This center was promised nearly 20 years ago by Congress, but has never received the 
funding necessary.   

�x Nuisance Abatement – Several homes and structures have been demolished over the summer in 
accordance with the goals of Hometown Hoquiam to improve our neighborhoods.  Of particular 
notice, was the vacant blue building behind the public works shop.   Our nuisance abatement team 
which consists of parking/animal control officer Bob Hill , planner/code enforcement officer Alissa 
Thurman, code & building inspector Mark Davis, and building official Lon Howell, has also 
removed numerous junk vehicles from city streets and private property and cleanup up many 
overgrown lots and alleys.    

�x Tree City USA – Citizens of Hoquiam have long shown their support for protecting our nostalgic 
trees.  City staff are working with officials with the DNR to develop and recommend a program that 
will guide the City on tree removal and replacement.  

�x Gable Park/Skate Park Project – The City will be working with the Gable Park/Skate Park 
Committee over the fall to make decisions on the final design of this project which should be out for 
bid next spring/summer.  The City received a $150,000 grant which must be matched with in kind 
services and cash.  The project includes a new skate park, new playground equipment, field 
improvements, parking enhancements and other amenities.

The City passed the audit with no mandatory findings and has met 
all requirements of the W.C.I.A. compact for 2007. 

�x Attended Public Safety Committee  meeting on August 27, 2007, at 5:30 p.m. at Hoquiam Fire 
Department Headquarters station.  

�x Attended Civil Service Commission meeting on August 27, 2007, which was continued 
because there was not a quorum of commissioners.  Drafted amendments to the City’s Civil 
Service Rules to streamline the process of hiring lateral and provisional police officers.

�x The month-end July financial books were closed and bank statements reconciled.  A July Financial 
Statement was distributed

�x Began compiling citizen survey's sent to 400 randomly selected utility customers The data will be used 
as data for performance measures and to help guide City policy on immediate issues.  A final report of 
survey results will be published in soon.

�x Finance Director attended a Meeting with the Washington Service Corps reviewing the Americorps 
Grant reporting requirements and discussing the 2007-2008 year.

FIRE DEPARTMENT 
AUGUST

�x We put our snorkel back in service after it received a complete engine rebuild.  Besides the new 
engine, all valves, lines and hoses were inspected and cleaned or replaced.  

�x We learned that our Assistance to Firefighters Grant application for a new aerial apparatus was 
not successful.   However, we are still being considered for personal protective equipment, 
which includes voice amplification, heads-up displays and Rapid Intervention Connections for 
our SCBAs and also for a class II fill station and air compressor with a 4 bottle cascade system. 

�x The Hoquaim and Aberdeen Fire Departments spent several days touring and testing the fire 
protection equipment at Imperium Renewables.  We have some additional fire protection 
equipment to test and train on in August.  The bio-diesel facility is now complete and 
producing bio-diesel.  

�x In June our members trained on:

POLICE DEPARTMENT
FOR AUGUST 2007

POLICE ACTIVITY:

�x The department handled a total of 1237 Law Incidents during the month, to include 265 traffic 
stops.  This was a 2.3% decrease in law incidents from July.  Patrol officers conducted 42 
officer-initiated subject stops/ field interviews.

�x For the month, 38.3% of the Law Incidents were in East Hoquiam, 38.8% in Downtown/ West 
Hoquiam and only 23.9% were in North Hoquiam.

�x The department handled 105 “Animal Problem” calls during the month and 68 “Abandoned 
Vehicles”.  A total of 55 animals were impounded during the month, with 16 returned, 24 
transferred to PAWS, 4 adopted and the rest euthanized.  Most of these incidents were handled 
by Animal Control Officer Hill.

�x The department handled 15 “Controlled Substances Problems” during the month.

�x The department issued a total of 68 traffic infractions for 93 violations, 39 criminal traffic 
citations for 41 violations and 13 misdemeanor citations for 15 violations.  In conjunction with 
the citations issued, the department completed 84 criminal arrests.

�x By pursuing several leads, HPD Detectives were able to clear a daytime burglary in the 300 
block of Wheeler Ave that was reported on August 10, 2007.  Both suspects were identified, 
arrested and several of the items stolen from the residence were recovered.

�x Identity theft and fraud continues to be a frequent investigation handled by the Detectives.  In 
one case, three suspects from Minnesota stole identification from man in Minnesota, mail from 
couple in Montana and then cashed checks they made with the stolen identification and bank 
account number at the Hoquiam Swanson’s.  The three suspects were part of a federal task 
force investigation from Minnesota and were caught after they attempted to steal gas in Ocean 
Shores. In the other case, a suspect was given stolen credit card information from a local drug 
dealer in Hoquiam, and then was able to use the information to obtain almost $500 in 
electronics from Harbor Electronics as well as items from eight other businesses in Aberdeen 
and Ocean Shores. The suspect was arrested for identity theft and felony theft (fraud) and 
provided Detective Krohn with a confession indicating that his criminal activities were to 
support his heroin habit.

�x On August 21, 2007 at approximately 4:54 PM, a 15-year old Hoquiam bicyclist apparently 
accidentally veered off the sidewalk and into traffic in the 500 block of Emerson Ave where he 
was struck by a vehicle.  The bicyclist was not wearing a bike helmet and was subsequently 
airlifted to Harborview Medical Center with non-life threatening head injuries.  Although the 
41-year old Hoquiam driver was not at fault, he did not have a driver’s license or insurance.  
Patrol officers attempt to enforce Hoquiam’s bike helmet ordinance for riders under age 18 as 
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time permits; the department is also planning a “bike safety rodeo” after school starts in the fall 
to emphasize bike helmets.

�x At 1:53 AM on August 23, 2007, officers arrested a 16-year old Hoquiam boy for driving under 
the influence of alcohol after he crashed his parent’s vehicle on the corner of Lincoln Street at 
Perry Street.  The driver was well over the legal limit, even for an adult.  The passenger in the 
vehicle was also arrested for minor in consumption/ possession of liquor.  The department has a 
zero tolerance for underage alcohol violations.

FACILITY/ EQUIPMENT: 
�x Sgt. Blodgett and Detective Krohn completed additional remodeling tasks in the upstairs area 

of the station, to include adding a door for a storage area (and access to a water heater).  
Detective Krohn was also able to obtain the original “The Daily World Officer of the Year” 
newspaper articles from the six HPD recipients since 1981.  Anderson-Middleton (new owners 
of the Jones Photo collection) made high resolution color copies of the articles (at no cost) 
which were then framed and hung in the hallway of the station.  The articles celebrate the 
accomplishments of these individuals at HPD and are a proud addition to the station.  

�x The new alarm system for three different sections of the station was completed and activated 
this month.  The alarm will monitor the main evidence room, the sally port (in case it is used 
for large evidence- such as vehicles) and the marihuana testing room.  The monthly alarm 
monitoring fee will be funded through the sale of unclaimed evidence and property through 
propertyroom.com.

�x At the end of the month, Sgt. Fretts completed training on the new $48,000 “Video Detective” 
computer unit that the department was awarded on a federal grant.  The training was held in 
Houston, Texas and all expenses were covered under the grant.  This new equipment, which 
should arrive in September, will allow the Investigations Division to capture, download, clarify 
and improve digital media.

BUDGET:
�x For the month of July, the department was still down one unfilled patrol officer position.  This 

was the tenth month on the alternative 3 on- 3 off, 12 hour schedule for the patrol officers.  
August is typically a heavy month for vacations, but August was slightly less than July.  For the 
month of August, 218 hours of overtime were expended as follows:

PERSONNEL: 
�x The department has exhausted the entry-level police officer candidate list and will ask Civil 

Service to conduct a new test.  There have also not been any acceptable lateral officer 
candidates to date, therefore the one open patrol officer position remains vacant. 

�x Officer Gary Bryant completed six years of service with the department in August; 
Administrative Assistant Candi Wertanen completed her 21st year of service.

�x Officer Salstrom attended the 24 hour "Patrol Response to the Active Shooter" instructor course
sponsored by Puyallup PD and taught by InSights Training Center of Bellevue.  Officer 
Salstrom is now in the process of creating an in-service training course for the department.  

�x Detective Krohn completed a three-day course on video documentation of crime scenes that 
was sponsored and paid for by the federal government.

PROGRAMS:
�x The police department was proud to sponsor Hoquiam’s annual “Night Out Against Crime” on

August 7, 2007.  There were a total of eight block parties- each of which was visited by 
members of the police and fire departments, Mayor Durney, City Administrator Shay, and other 
city officials.  There was an excellent turn out and participation, even though the weather was 
not very ‘summer-like’.

�x Canine Officer Jeff Salstrom and his partner “Enno” conducted several police canine 
demonstrations out at the County Fair on August 8, 9 and 10, 2007.  The canine demonstrations 
were very popular with the public; Officer Salstrom and Enno did an excellent job in 
representing the department.

�x The second organization meeting for the CRIME WATCH volunteers was held on August 14, 
2007.  The volunteers completed their applications and the department started the background 
process.  Chief Myers and Coordinator Betsy Seidel conducted applicant interviews at the end 
of the month.  The first training session for the newly selected group will begin on September 
11, 2007.

�x The department provided additional security for the “grand opening” of Imperium Renewables 
on the port dock on August 15, 2007.  The event was attended by several hundred people, 
including several federal and local dignitaries.  Chief Myers and Deputy Chief Maloney also 
attended the event on behalf of the department.

�x Chief Myers represented the department on KBKW Radio’s “Coffee Talk” on August 16, 2007.

�x The department, with the assistance of the “Volunteers in Policework” from the Grays Harbor 
County Sheriff’s Office, provided overnight security for the vendor’s booths at the “On Track 
Art Festival” August 25-26, 2007.
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�x Chief Myers and Sgt. Blodgett represented the department at an “open mic” forum at the 
Masonic Lodge on August 29, 2007.

�x On August 31, 2007, Chief Myers, Deputy Chief Maloney, Fire Chief Pumphrey, City Attorney 
Johnson and City Administrator Shay met with members of the state Department of 
Transportation to review traffic revision plans for the Simpson Ave Bridge closure expected 
January-March 2008

COMMUNITY SERVICES
July

�x Two events were held at Olympic Stadium during the month of July – the Police Association 
held their annual circus fundraiser on July 20th; and Westport Shipyards paid for the use of the 
stadium for their company picnic on July 28th.  As they had reserved and paid for this in 
advance of the April change to rates, they paid a fee of $300 for the event. 

August
�x Comcast movie night was held on August 2nd at the Stadium; the weather held and the event 

was well attended.  Music was provided from 7:00 to 9:00 and was followed by the movie 
Open Season. We provided concessions for those who attended and it proved to be a great 
family event. 

�x Sierra Pacific rented the stadium for their annual Company picnic on August 4, 2007; they paid 
a fee of $500 for the day useage of the stadium as set by the Council.

�x The Bluegrass festival was held on August 17th – 19th; even with bad weather the City realized 
revenue’s of $1,500 after all expenditures were paid.

From Tuesday through Sunday we had a total of 20 paid campers check in at the Stadium; we 
had 34 campers in total with 14 of these being bands that were not charged a parking fee.  If the 
paying campers checked in before Friday, they paid a fee of $30 for camping and the price of 
their show tickets.  If they checked in Friday through Saturday, they paid a fee of $20 plus their 
show tickets.  The total revenue from the campers for their camping fees and tickets was 
$1,074.  

There were a total of 69 tickets sold at the door on Friday night and a total of 138 tickets sold at 
the door on Saturday.  The fee for tickets was $8.00 and children were admitted free.  Total 
revenue from the tickets and t-shirt sales was $1,589.00.  In speaking with the Bluegrass 
Committee they said that attendance was only slightly down from last year even with the bad 
weather and competing events in our neighboring towns.   We had made accommodations to 
move the fans into the covered stadium seating if the weather didn’t cooperate but the fans DID 
NOT want to move – those that didn’t have umbrellas put on their ponchos and sat out in the 
rain and watched!

We collected a total of $410.00 in vendor and special event license fees and $1,046.00 in 
sponsor fees for the festival.  There were some small donations made from appreciative fans 
which gave us the overall total of $4,138.00.  

From the donations made at the Gospel show held at the Cornerstone Church on Thursday 
night – we delivered a total of $141.00 in cash and a few bags of groceries to the Hoquiam 
Food Bank after the festival.  All in all – even with the weather, everyone had a great time and 
the revenues were definitely up from last years event.  Total overall receipts with the food bank 
donation were $4,279.00..
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�x On Track Art Festival – August 25th and 26th:  We had a total of 51 artists and food vendors (4 
of the 51 were food vendors).  We filled all of 8th, from Simpson to Levee on both sides of the 
Street, Levee Street from 8th to 7th and one side of 7th Street from Simpson to Levee, as well as 
having 10 vendors inside of the Emerson Manor ballroom.   All of the artists seemed very 
happy with the festival and many made it a point to approach us before the end of the festival to 
definitely save their spots for next year.  We had 31 returning artists from last year and 20 new 
vendors this year.  The crowds were very good even with the weather that we had!  Total 
vendor fees collected were $2,190.  We are still calculating the sponsor fees, etc., but 
preliminary figures show that we will probably clear approximately $1,200 -$1,400 or more on 
this festival once all of the receipts and expenditures have been tallied. 

We held an artist reception after the show on Saturday which was well attended and we also 
provided the artists with a nice “thank you” bag for attending the show which included 
information on the surrounding area, some discount coupons for local businesses and discount 
coupons for the Vaudeville show at the 7th Street Theatre.  Everyone seemed happy at the 
reception and the rain did not seem to dampen their spirits. 

We will be sending out information in January on the auction which is scheduled for April.  We 
had several of the artists donate items before they left on Sunday.  We also want to thank 
Quinault Resorts in Ocean Shores, Stiffy’s, Enchanted Florists and Harbor Drug for their 
donations for the artists.  Four lucky artists received a gift from one of these four businesses.  
We appreciate their support.  

Betsy Seidel organized a walk about merchant dice game which 19 of the businesses 
participated in and donated prizes for.  It was a great way to get people at the festival to visit 
the businesses around town and the businesses seemed pleased with the participation.  Thanks 
to all who helped!  Even though the weather didn’t cooperate – it was a great festival and we 
had good feedback on our effort!

  
�x Football season officially kicked off August 31st.  For this year we have ordered new field 

number stencils and the crews have worked hard on the field to make it look its best. 

�x The Maintenance crew has been working hard on the Parks getting ready for the festivals, 
Loggers Playday and our football season.
